Your TV no longer responds to the remote

control. Perhaps the batteries are exhausted.

If so you can still use the local buttons at the

bottom of the TV.

Input Sources

If you cannot select an input source, it is

possible that no device is connected.

Check the AV cables and connections if you

have tried to connect a device.

CI Module

If you are experiencing a problem with the CI

module, it is possible that CI module is not

properly inserted. Remove the CI card and

then reinsert.

If the problem persists, it is possible that your

CI module is not recognized. Try inserting a

different CI module.

• Usually a circulation will happen while switch-
ing to another language, that is you can cancel
the subtitle by pressing this button a number
of times until “Subtitle Off ” appears on the
screen.

Changing Audio Soundtrack Language
It is possible to change the audio language from
the one selected at the initial settings to a differ-
ent language, if available.
(This operation works only with discs on which
multiple audio soundtrack languages are re-
corded, if not prohibited by the DVD.)
Press AUDIO during play.
Press AUDIO a number of times until the
preferred language is selected.
For your convenience:
• When the preferred language is not selected

even after pressing the button several times, it
means that the language is not available on
the disc.

• When the power is turned on or the disc is
removed, the language heard is the one se-
lected at the initial settings. If this language is
not recorded on the disc, only the available
language on the disc will be heard.

Viewing From Another Angle
Some DVD discs may contain scenes, which
have been shot simultaneously from a number
of different angles. For these discs, the same
scenes can be viewed from each of these dif-
ferent angles using the ANGLE button.
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The number of recorded angles differs depend-
ing on the disc used.

“  y/x ” is displayed shortly on the screen
during playback. This indicates that the multi-
angle scene has just started. From that mo-
ment on, the yth angle of total x angles is played
and you can change the viewing angle until the
end of the multi-angle scene.
• In SETUP menu, an ‘ANGLE MARK’ option ex-

ists, which, if enabled, will display a continu-
ous angle mark on the screen as long as multi-
angle scene is available.

Press ANGLE during play.
The current angle is changed.
Press ANGLE a number of times until the
preferred viewing angle is selected.
• This function will only work on discs where

different angles have been recorded.

Using a DVD Menu
Some DVD discs have unique menu structures
called DVD menus. For example, DVDs pro-
grammed with complex contents provide guide
menus, and those recorded with various lan-
guages provide menus for audio and subtitle
language. Although the DVD menus’ contents
and operation differ from disc to disc, the follow-
ing explains basic operation when this feature
is used.
Press TITLE or MENU on the remote control.
The DVD menu available on the disc is now
displayed.
NOTE:
• If you press MENU, the root menu of DVD is

displayed.
• If you press TITLE, the menu of the current title

is displayed.
Press  /  /  /   to select the preferred
item.
Press SELECT.
The selected item is now executed.
For your convenience:
• You can also use number keys to select a

DVD menu item.  The player will automatically
execute the item. To enter an item number
which is more than 1 digit, press +10 key and
then enter the item number.

NOTE:
• Some DVDs may not contain root and/or title

menus.
• To resume the playback, select PLAY item in

DVD menu.

Video CD Playback
Basic Play
1. Please insert a disc to the loader.
• For Video CDs without playback control:
2. The disc loaded and play commences.
• For Video CDs provided with playback control:
 A menu screen will appear on the screen after
a few moments.
3. Menu Play
• This function works only with video CDs with

playback control (version 2.0). Follow the in-
structions on the menu screen for interactive
operations.

• The details differ depending on the disc con-
cerned. Also refer to the instructions accom-
panying the disc.

After steps 1 to 3 above, the menus are dis-
played on the TV screen.
4. Press the number button(s) to select the
preferred item.
The player now starts to play the selected item.
NOTE:
• Use +10 button to enter two-digit-numbers.
• /  /  /  arrow buttons are not used for

selecting items for video CDs.
What is playback control?
If a video CD has “playback control“ written on
the jacket of disc, it means that particular scenes
or information can be selected for viewing inter-
active with TV screen using the menu screen.
NOTE:
• TITLE button is dedicated to PBC “playback

control” during VCD playback. You can change
PBC mode with TITLE button.

• For using Repeat Modes you need to switch
off PBC manually.

• If you use Search mode, PBC automatically
switches to OFF.

• PBC ON is default. Whenever you eject the CD
it will be ON.

Stopping play
• To stop the play permanently, press STOP ( )

twice. When the STOP ( ) button is pressed
for the first time, a message “Press Play Key
To Continue” will appear on the screen to re-
mind you if you want to continue the play. To
stop the play, press the STOP ( ) button again
or you can press PLAY / PAUSE ( ) to con-
tinue.
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Rapid Advance / Rapid Reverse
Press SEARCH/SLOW ( or ) on the
remote control  during play.
• Normal play is resumed when the SELECT

button or PLAY/PAUSE ( )  button is
pressed.

• The speed of advance (  2x,  4x,  8x,
 16x,  32x) or reverse (  2x,  4x,
 8x,  16x,  32x) changes for every

press of the  or  button.
Note: No sound will be heard during Rapid ad-
vance or Rapid reverse.
Skipping Ahead or Back to Chapters
Skipping ahead
Press SKIP/ FRAME ( ) on the remote
control during play.
A track is skipped each time the button is
pressed.
Skipping back
Press SKIP/ FRAME ( ) on the remote
control during play.
When the button is pressed once midway
through a track, play returns to the start of previ-
ous track. When it is pressed again, a track is
skipped.
Still Picture (PAUSE)
Press PLAY/PAUSE ( ) once during play.
The screen freezes.
To return to normal play press PLAY/PAUSE
( ) again.
Frame Advance (STEP Forward)
Press PLAY/PAUSE ( ) once during play..
The screen freezes.
Press SKIP/ FRAME ( ) on the remote
control.
The next frame of the movie is displayed.
You can press SKIP/ FRAME ( ) for the
following frames.
NOTE:  Reverse stepping is not available.
Slow- motion Play
Press PLAY/PAUSE ( ) once during play..
The screen freezes.
Press SEARCH/SLOW ( ) on the remote
control.
You can increase or decrease the speed of
the slow-motion play by pressing SEARCH/
SLOW (  or ).  There are 4 slow motion
modes as  1/16,  1/8,  1/4,  1/2.
The speed of slow motion play is displayed on
the screen each time you change it.

To return to normal play press PLAY/PAUSE
( ) again.
NOTE: No sound will be heard during Slow
motion play.
NOTE:  Reverse slow motion play is not avail-
able.
Direct Selection of Scenes
Selecting Scenes by Time
You can view the video CD, starting from any
time point you want.
Press SEARCH on the remote control once
time during playback.
The time search box is displayed on the screen
as  SELECT TRACK :_ _ / xx
Player goes to entered track of the disc.
Press SEARCH on the remote control two
times during playback.
The time search box is displayed on the screen
as  DISC GOTO:_: _ _ : _ _
Player goes to entered time of the disc.
Press SEARCH on the remote control three
times during playback.
The time search box is displayed on the screen
as  TRACK GOTO:_: _ _ : _ _
Player goes to entered time of the current track.
Enter the time using number buttons.
The title is played beginning from the desired
time just after you enter the time.
For your convenience:
• If you attempt to enter a number greater than

the total time of the current title, the time search
box disappears and “  Input Invalid” mes-
sage appears on up-left corner of screen.

• If you give up entering the time simply press
RETURN button, and the operation is can-
celled.

Accessing tracks using number buttons:
You can play any track you want, just by press-
ing the corresponding number button.
For the track numbers which are greater than
“9” use +10 button. Press this button once
and then type the two digit track number.
If you attempt to enter a number greater than the
total number of tracks on disc, “ ” message
is displayed on the screen.
Repeat Play
Repeat Viewing
Press REPEAT during play.
Each time this button is pressed, a different re-
peat box is displayed on the screen.
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• If “  All” is displayed, the whole disc will be
played again.

• If  “  Track” is displayed, the current track will
be played again.

Repeating two specific points  between
sections. (A –B repeat)
Press A-B during play at the point where repeat
play is to commence (A).
“  A” is displayed on screen.
Press A-B again at the point where repeat play
is to be concluded (B).
“  AB” is displayed and the repeat-play of the
selection between points A and B starts.
To return to normal play
Press A-B again. A-B Repeat is disabled.
Convenient Functions
Displaying the time information
Press TIME during play.
Each time this button is pressed, a different time
information box is displayed on the screen.
• If  “Single elapsed” is displayed, the elapsed

time for the title which is being played will be
displayed.

• If  “Single remain” is displayed, the remaining
time for the title which is being played will be
displayed.

NOTE: If PBC feature is set to OFF then two other
time information modes are also available
which are “Total elapsed” and “Total remain”.
• If  “Total Elapsed” is displayed, the elapsed

time for the disc is being displayed.
• If  “Total remain” is displayed, the remaining

time for the disc is being displayed.
Pressing the TIME key again closes display
menu screen. “DISPLAY OFF” is diplayed.
Displaying a scene with a larger and closer
view
This ‘zoom-in’ function enables you to take a
closer look at the scene you are viewing. This is
especially an impressive function when you are
watching science fiction or adventure film.
Press ZOOM during play.
“  2X” is displayed on the screen and the pic-
ture is now larger. By pressing ZOOM key con-
secutively you can reach “  3X”, “  4X”
modes.
NOTE: You can move in the picture, i.e. change
the zoomed location, by using the  (Left) /
(Right) /  (Down) / (Up) arrow keys.
To return to normal play;
Press ZOOM again.

CD Menu
CD Menu is used to display the directory struc-
ture of data discs which would contain files such
as JPEG/MPEG/MP3 and to display the tracks
of Audio CDs.
Basic Play
1.Please insert a CD-R disc to the loader.
“Loading” message appears on screen. Please
wait for a moment.
CD MENU appears. Directories and the files in
the root directory are listed. (For Audio CD, the
tracks are listed.)
2. Press  /  to select files or directories.
In the stop mode or while playing MP3 the user
can navigate in the current directory.
3. Press SELECT, / to switch between
directories & files.
If a directory is selected and SELECT or “ ”
key is pressed then the selected directory con-
tent is displayed after reading directory.
To switch from a sub directory to an upper direc-
tory, press SELECT or “ ” key while the top-
most option in the directory (“...”) is selected or
press “ ”.
4. Press SELECT on a file to play.
MP3/MPEG File :
Selected MP3 / MPEG starts to play.
Elapsed or Remaining Time can be displayed
using DISPLAY key and can be changed using
TIME key.
JPEG File :
Selected JPEG is displayed in full screen and
Slide Show starts automatically.
Audio CD Track:
Elapsed or Remaining Time can be displayed
using DISPLAY key and can be changed using
TIME key.
Pause
Press PLAY/PAUSE ( ) once during play..
The play freezes.
PAUSE message appears on screen.
To return to normal play press PLAY/PAUSE
( ) again.
Stopping Play

Press STOP ( ).

The play is stopped.
NOTE: If a JPEG file is displayed, pressing
MENU also stops the play.
MP3/MPEG: CD MENU is displayed.
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Rapid Advance ( Rapid Reverse)
MP3/MPEG Track:
Press SEARCH/SLOW (   or )  during
play to decrease/increase play speed.

32x, 16x,  8x,  4x,  2x, PLAY,Y,
 2x,  4x,  8x,  16x,  32x are the

play speed modes.
Skipping Ahead or Back to Tracks
Press SKIP/ FRAME (  / )  during play
to jump to the previous/next file.
Next file in the current directory will be played.
Press SKIP/ FRAME (  / ) during stop
mode to jump to the previous/next page of the
current directory.
Zoom
MPEG:
This “zoom in” function enables you to take a
closer look at the scene you are viewing that is
especially an impressive function when you are
seeing science fiction or adventure film.
Press ZOOM during play.
“  2X” is displayed on the screen and the pic-
ture is now larger. By pressing ZOOM key con-
secutively you can reach “  3X”, “  4X”
modes.
NOTE: You can move in the picture, i.e. change
the zoomed location, by using the  (Left) /
(Right) /  (Down) /  (Up) arrow keys.
To return to normal play;
Press ZOOM again.
JPEG :
Press PLAY ( ) to start slide show..
It is provided both ZOOM in/out and Zoom pan
functions for JPEG pictures.
Press ZOOM to turn on/off this function.
When this mode is on, a message will indicate
the current ratio on screen.
If zoom mode is on,
Press  /  to control the ratio of zoom in/
out.
The zoom ratios are %50 and %75 for zoom out
and %100, %125, %150 and %200 for zoom in.
(The order is: %50, %75, %100, %125, %150,
%200)(The initial ratio is %100)
With ZOOM mode off, a picture is scaled to fit the
whole screen.
Note:
• Slide Show is disabled when the ZOOM mode

is on.

Repeat
Press REPEAT to change current repeat mode.
In CD MENU it is displayed at the bottom.
The options available are:
FOLDER: When this mode is selected, the cur-
rent folder will be played once.
SINGLE: When this mode is selected, the cur-
rent track will be played once.
REPEAT ONE: When this mode is selected, the
current track will be repeated continuously.
REPEAT FOLDER: When this mode is selected,
the current folder will be repeated continuously.
Repeating two specific points  between
sections. (A –B repeat)
MP3,  Audio CD Track:
Press A-B during play at the point where repeat
play is to commence (A).
“  A” is displayed on screen.
Press A-B again at the point where repeat play
is to be concluded (B).
“  AB” is displayed and the repeat-play of the
selection between points A and B starts.
To return to normal play
Press A-B again. A-B Repeat is disabled.
Display Function
Press TIME to change displayed time mode.
There are two time modes :
• Single Elapsed
• Single Remain
Time is displayed during MP3,MPEG and Audio
CD track playback.
File List Function
Press PROG to select file list mode
All the files in the disc are listed.
The same types of files in the list are played
together sequentially.
If a MP3 file is selected to play then all the MP3
files in the list are played sequentially.
If a MPEG file is selected to play then all the
MPEG files in the list are played sequentially.
If a JPEG file is selected to display then all the
JPEG files in the list are displayed sequentially.
To stop the playback of the files:
If a MP3/MPEG file is played; press STOP ( ).
If a JPEG file is displayed; press MENU or STOP
( ).
Press PROG to quit file list mode.
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Setup Menu
Press DISPLAY key on the remote control when
the player is not in playback mode.
The setup menu-main page appears. To close
the setup menu, press DISPLAY key.
Main Page
In the main page, the first page is selected
by default.
Select pages using /  arrow buttons.
When selected, the page will be highlighted and
the items of the selected page will be displayed.
Press SELECT or  arrow button to enter
selected page.
When entered a page, the first item of the page
is selected and the sub-items of that item are
listed on the right.
NOTE: To return to main page, press   arrow
button. To close the setup menu, press
DISPLAY key.
Using Pages
When entered a page, the first item of the page
is selected by default and the sub-items of the
selected item are listed on the right.
Use  /  arrow buttons to change the
selected item in the page.
The sub-items of the selected item are listed on
the right.
Press SELECT or  arrow button to select the
sub-items of the selected item.
The sub-item is selected on the right menu.
Use  /  arrow buttons to change the selected
sub-item.
Press SELECT to choose the selected sub-
item on the right menu.

Playing some DVDs can be limited depending
on the age of users. The “Parental Control” func-
tion allows playback limitation level to be set by
the parent.
Parental Level can be adjusted to one of the
eight levels. Level “8 ADULT” adjustment let you
watch all of the DVD titles ignoring the DVD
disc’s parental level. You can watch the DVD
discs, which has the same or lower parental
level than the player’s level only.
PASSWORD (Change Password):
Using this item you can change the current pass-
word.
To change the password you will be prompted
to enter your old password. After you have en-
tered your old password, you can now enter the
new 4-digit password.
You can use C key to delete the incorrect entry.
Note: Factory preset of the password is “0000”.
You have to enter XXXX digital password every
time you want to change the parental level. If you
forget your password please contact technical
service.

Troubleshooting
The picture quality is poor (DVD)
• Make sure the DVD disc surface is not dam-

aged. (Scratch, fingerprint etc.)
• Clean the DVD disc and try again.
  -  See instructions described in “Notes on
Discs” to clean your disc properly.

• Ensure that the DVD disc is in the drawer with
the label uppermost.

• A damp DVD disc or condensation may effect
the equipment. Wait for 1 to 2 hours in Stand-
by to dry the equipment.

Disc does not play

• No disc in the machine.

 -   Place a disc onto the tray.
• Disc incorrectly loaded.
  -   Ensure that the DVD disc is in the drawer

with the label uppermost.
• Wrong type of disc. The machine cannot play

CD-ROMS etc.
• The region code of the DVD must match the

player.
Wrong OSD language

• Select the language in the set-up menu.
The language for the sound or subtitles on a
DVD cannot be changed.

• Multilingual sound and/or subtitles not re-
corded on the DVD.

• Try to change the sound or subtitles using
DVD’s title menu. Some DVD’s do not allow
the user to change these settings without us-
ing the disc’s menu

Some functions (Angle, Zoom etc) do not
work

• These functions are not available on the DVD.
• Angle can only be changed when the angle

symbol is displayed.
No picture

• Have you pressed the correct buttons on the
remote control? Try once more.

No sound

• Check the volume is set to an audible level.
• Make sure you have not switched the sound off

accidentally.
Distorted sound

• Check that the appropriate listening mode
setting is correct.

No response from remote control

• Make sure the remote control is in the correct
mode.

• Check batteries are fitted correctly.
• Change the batteries.
If nothing works
If you have tried the above solutions and none
seem to work, try switching your TV-DVD off and
on again. If this does not work, contact your sup-
plier or TV-DVD repair technician. Never attempt
to repair a defective TV-DVD yourself.
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Definition of Terms
Angle
Recorded onto some DVD discs are scenes,
which have been simultaneously shot from a
number of different angles (the same scene is
shot from the front, from the left side, from the
right side, etc.). With such discs, the ANGLE
button can be used to view the scene from dif-
ferent angles.
Chapter Number
 These numbers are recorded on DVD discs. A
title is subdivided into many sections, each of
which are numbered, and specific parts of video
presentations can be searched quickly using
these numbers.
DVD
This refers to a high-density optical disc on which
high-quality pictures and sound have been re-
corded by means of digital signals. Incorporat-
ing a new video compression technology
(MPEG II) and high-density recording technol-
ogy. DVD enables aesthetically pleasing full-
motion video to be recorded over long periods
of time (for instance, a whole movie can be re-
corded).
DVD has a structure consisting of two 0.6-mm
thin discs, which are adhered to each other. Since
the thinner the disc, the higher the density at
which the information can be recorded, a DVD
disc has a greater capacity than a single 1.2
mm thick disc. Since the two thin discs are ad-
hered to each other, there is the potential to
achieve double-sided play sometime in the fu-
ture for even longer duration play.
Playback Control
This is recorded on a Video CD (Version 2.0).
The scenes or information to be viewed (or lis-
tened to) can be selected interactively with the
TV monitor by looking at the menu shown on
the TV monitor.
Subtitles
These are printed lines appearing at the bot-
tom of the screen, which translate or transcribe
the dialogue. They are recorded on the DVD
discs.
Time Number
This indicates the playtime, which has elapsed
from the start of a disc or a title. It can be used to
find a specific scene quickly. (Not all discs per-
mit the time search feature to be used.  Avail-
ability is determined by the disc’s manufacturer.)

Title Number
These numbers are recorded on DVD discs.
When a disc contains two or more movies, these
movies are numbered as title 1, title 2, etc.
Track Number
These numbers are assigned to the tracks,
which are recorded on AudioCDs. They enable
specific tracks to be located quickly.
Video CD
This contains recordings of pictures and sound
whose quality is on a par with that of videotape.
This player also supports Video CDs with play-
back control (Version 2.0).
Dolby Digital
Many movie theatres are equipped with 5.1 chan-
nel surround systems. This same type of tech-
nology is available to you in your home. To enjoy
full 5.1-channel surround, your DVD player must
be connected to an external Dolby Digital de-
coder via the digital outputs (either coaxial or
optical).
Dolby Pro Logic
This is Dolby Laboratories’ technology to de-
code Dolby Surround encoded programs ac-
tively. Dolby Surround programs have four chan-
nels of audio (Left, Center, Right and Surround)
encoded into a standard 2-channel stereo sig-
nal. The rear channel is monaural.
LPCM
LPCM stands for Pulse Code Modulation and is
digital audio.
MPEG
Short for Moving Picture Experts Group. This is
an international standard for compression of
moving images. On some DVDs digital audio
has been compressed and recorded in this for-
mat.
